Our microfilm publications
conform to the recommendations of the guides to good microfilming and
micropublishing practice and meet the standards established by the
Association for Information and Image Management (AIIM) and the
American National Standards Institute (ANSI).

Attention should be drawn to the nature of the original material. Printed
material within this update of British Contemporary Press sometimes
consists of pages possessing intricate designs and details in a variety of inks
which renders the original document difficult to read. These original
characteristics present difficulties of image and contrast which stringent
tests and camera alterations cannot entirely overcome. Every effort has been
made to minimise these difficulties though there are some pages which have
proved impossible to reproduce satisfactorily. Conscious of this we have
chosen to include these pages in order to make available the complete
volume, bundle or file.
