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INTRODUCTION

The gardens at Sissinghurst Castle, Kent, are famous for
the boldness of their design and the luxuriance of their
flowers. It is mainly for these gardens, and for her
gardening notes in The Observer between 1946 and 1961, that
people remember Vita Sackville-West, but her creativity
extended beyond her gardening skills. She was also a
prolific and committed writer. Her best-known novels are
The Edwardians (1930) and All Passion Spent (1931), but
during her Iife she also published four volumes of lyric
- poetry, five long poems (including The Land, which received
the Hawthornden Prize in 1927), nine other novels, six
biographies, two travel books, and three volumes of short
stories as well as numerous miscellaneous pieces. Much of
her work was widely read during her lifetime, and she was a
well-known and respected broadcaster, but her prodigious
published output is only part of the story. At Sissinghurst,
where her son Nigel Nicolson still lives, there lies a wealth
of unpublished material: entire plays and novels, early
drafts of published works, "and many poems and fragments of
verse that Sackville-West held back partly because of their
intimate content. It is this material that the Harvester
nicrofilm collection makes available for the first time.

Victoria Mary Sackville-West, or Vita as she was known, was
born at Knole, Kent on March 9, 1892. der background was
romantic, and she was to return to it constantly in her
fiction, non-fiction and poetry. - Her mother was the
illegitimate eldest daughter of Lionel, 2nd Lord Sackville,
and a Spanish Flamenco dancer, Pepita da Oliva. Vita's
mother married her cousin, and he eventually inherited his
father-in-law's title, since all of the 2Znd Lord Sackville's
own children were illegitimate. Vita, who was an only
child spent her early years at Knole, with her mother, her
father, and her grandfather. She wrote later, in the
manuscript that Nigel Nicolson published in 1973 as
Portrait of a Marriage: 'when I was about twelve I started
to write...I never stopped writing after that - historical
novels...all written at unflagging speed: the day after one
was finished another would be begun'.l The solitude and
exoticism of her childhood, spent in the vast gloomy
splendours of Knole with an excitable mother and two
taciturn men, fostered in her at once a passion and a
reserve that would characterise her writing throughout her
life. In the copious juvenilia, included here, we can see
ner working towards the mature style that would best express

her distinctive attitudes to issues such as sexuality and
heredity.

She was very conscious of the processes of inheritance.

In 1910, her mother's brother contested the succession of
Vita's father to the title, on the grounds that he was
himself legitimate. He lost his case, and Vita's family,
having proved her mother's illegitimacy, returned to Knole in
triumph. Many of the manuscripts reproduced here are

. concerned with family likeness and heredity, and demonstrate
the poignancy of Vita's ambivalance about her sex. Although
she was a typical Sackville - the hooded eyes, the arched
nose - her father's eyes stared at her from a woman's face,
and she could not inherit the home she loved. '

Vita came out as a debutante in 1909. A year later, she met
a young diplomat, Harold Nicolson. His gaiety and light-
heartedness appealed to her, and after a long and difficult
engagement, presided over tyrannically by Vita's mother, they
were married on October 1, 1913. At first the marriage was
romantic and passionate. They spent their first few months
together in Constantinople, where Vita wrote melancholy,
nostalgic poems about the East. All of those still in
existence are reproduced in this collection. Their sons
Benedict and Nigel were born in 1914 and 1917. Vita had a
still-born son in 1916, and the unpublished poem
‘Bereavement', which appears here, is almost the only piece
she ever wrote about hinm. _

The years after Nigel's birth, however, were less peaceful.
Vita had always had intense intimacies with women, and in
1918, she threw caution to the winds, and eloped to France
with her childhood friend Violet Keppel (later Trefusis).
There they wrote together her novel Challenge, which did not
appear in England until the 1970s, due to Lady Sackville's
terror of scandal. The manuscript of Challenge, with details
of the extent of Violet's contribution, has been filmed for
this collection. Vita continued to oscillate violently
between Violet and Harold until 1920, when she finally left
Violet and came home. But she continued to have passionate
affairs with women throughout her life, and much of her best,
and hitherto unpublished, poetry is an expression of that side
of her nature, which she usually kept severely in check in her
published work. The collection King's Daughter (1929) is
addressed to a woman, but she kept much back from it,
including some of the sequence of sonnets she wrote to one of
her lovers, Mary Campbell, all in one night, which are
available here in their entirety.

But her love affairs, stormy as they were apt to be, by no
means took up all her considerable energy. Whatever was

happening to her, she continued to write with a steadiness
that unnerved even Virginia Woolf, with whom she became
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involved in the early 1920s. She wrote in September 1924:
'l rather marvel at her skill, & sensibility; for is she
not mother, wife, great lady, hostess, as well as
scribbling?  How little I'do of all that: my brain would
never let me milk it to the tune of 20,000 words in a
fortnight'.? Virginia paid famous tribute to Vita in
Orlando (1928), in which she quotes some lines of The Land,
and makes apparent, above all, Vita's fundamental
Englishness. ‘

For, in spite of her background, Vita felt deeply, if
conflictedly, English, and much of her best poetry and
prose, published and unpublished, is a celebration of the
peace and stability of the English countryside she knew and
loved so well. Sometimes, as in 'The Black Tarn'
(reproduced here), her images of the country are deeply
bound up with another person ('The Black Tarn' is for her
friend Pat Dansey), but sometimes her mystic feeling for

the rural landscape is an expression of her reclusiveness.
In 1930 she and Harold bought Sissinghurst, and in the years
that followed, Vita's life was increasingly an expression of
her love for the castle and its garden. She went to London
less and less, and spent her time gardening, and writing in
her tower room more and more introspective poems and
fragments, which evoke poignantly the beauty of her
surroundings, and her increasing immersion in them. Much
of this previously unpublished writing is avilable here.

Sackville-West's literary work has been eclipsed for many
' years. The 1980s have seen the reissue of some of her
novels (including The Edwardians, All Passion Spent, and
Family distory), and biographies, notably Pepita, but there
is still much to read. This collection is an invaluable
resource for scholars and others able for the first time to
obtain some of Sackville-West's published work, and to
study it alongside this extraordinary wealth of material
that has remained inaccessible until now.

Sackville-West died on June 2, 1962. The following lines,
from The Land, were a fitting epitaph:

She walks among the loveliness she made,

Between the apple-blossom and the water -

She walks among the patterned pied brocade,

Each flower her son, and every tree her daughter.

PUBLISHER'S NOTE

This microfilm programme draws together manuscripts of
Vita Sackville-West and her husband, Harold Nicolson from
three collections: the Huntington library in California,
King's College library, Cambridge and the main collection,
from their home, Sissinghurst Castle in Kent.

This last collection was very much in the state Vita had
left, and the manuscripts have been ordered and edited for
the first time for this project. The material is presented
in categories, with Vita's filmed first.

The categories are:
Section A: Manuscripts of Vita Sackville-West

a) Poetry Manuscripts, arranged chronologically, -
from Sissinghurst and the Huntington library.

'b) Prose Manuscripts - juvenilia, plays and short
stories. . : '

c) Novel Manuseripts - from Sissinghurst.

d) Non-fiction Manuscripts from Sissinghurst
(travel and biographies).

e) Correspondence - from King's College, Cambridge
and the Huntington library. :

Section B:

Garden notebooks of Vita Sackville-West and Harold
Nicolson - from Sissinghurst.

Section C: Manuscripts of Harold Nicolson.

a) Literary Manuscripts - from Sissinghurst.
o) Diaries 1921-29 - from Sissinghurst.

c) Letters to his sons - from Sissinghurst.

The material from the 3 collections is therefore presented

in one continuous sequence, to aid the researcher. Much of
the collection takes the form of rough drafts and first
copies, and while for the most part, the handwriting is clear
and the state of preservation good, there are a few instances
when pencilled notes are faint. We have done our utmost to
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film these so that they are clearly legible, but there may be
frames in which the image is particularly faint.

The Nature of the guide.

None of the Manuscript collection at Sissinghurst had been
catalogued before this project, and there are a great many
unpublished pieces included. The material has therefore
been organised into files, each item being numbered within
the file. The entry for each piece in the guide follows
this number sequence, in the case of unbound leaves. In the
case of poems written in notebooks, the page number is used
to identify the piece.

Much of the unpublished material is undated, making its order
here somewnat arbitrary, but whenever possible, internal
evidence has been used to date and order the work.

Dating is sometimes based on internal
evidence rather than endorsement, this has
been provided by either Suzanne Raitt or
Nigel Nicolson. Such dates are given in
square brackets with the emendation 'S.R.'
or 'N.N.' In all entries 'ms' means
manuscript, 'ts' typescript.

This is taken from the ms draft on film, and
may differ from the printed versions.

Where a poem is untitled, the first line is
the only identification and may be found in
the first line index.

the page numbers given here refer to the
location of the piece in its first printed
edition.
